Best for brand building and DMs. Reels perform well. Great for aesthetic content and building a
community.

Best for thought leadership and conversations. Great for sharing opinions and connecting with
professionals.

Best for direct client communication. Free and widely used in Nigeria for business.

3. Content Pillars — What to Post



Pick 3-4 content pillars and rotate between them. This keeps your page varied but focused.

e Educational: Tips, how-tos, explanations — content that teaches something valuable
* Relatable: Funny, real, honest content your audience connects with emotionally
* Behind the scenes: Show your process, your journey, your personality

* Promotional: Your services, testimonials, limited offers — but use sparingly (max 20% of
posts)

4. Posting Strategy

* Consistency beats frequency — 3 good posts a week beats 7 rushed ones

 Post when your audience is online — evenings and weekends usually perform best in
Nigeria

 Always use relevant hashtags — 5-10 targeted ones per post

* Engage with comments — reply to everyone especially in the first hour

* Batch create content — make a week of content in one sitting
